Advancement – Each time a Scout wants to advance a rank, they should sign up ahead of time with Mr. Spencer by signing the advancement clipboard in the office, filling out an advancement sheet and making sure a copy of the signed rank requirements from the Scout Book has been turned in.  These steps should be taken by the SCOUT at each rank – not by Mom or Dad!  If you have any questions, ask anyone in the office for assistance.  Most of us will not bite. 
 Advancement Night – Each time a Scout goes through the advancement process, a Parent is required to attend as well so they can help by participating in a Board of Review for other scouts.   Each rank advancement consists of a Skills review by another scout (normally an Instructor), a Scoutmaster conference, and a Board of Review conducted by 3 unrelated parents.  Please make sure you attend the next time your scout is advancing so you can help.
